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Ludlow reviews flood development regulations ——

LUDLOW, Vt. - The Lud-
low Selectboard’s first regu-
lar meeting of 2026, held
on Jan. 5, was preceded by a
joint hearing with the plan-
ning commission, in rela-
tion to the proposed Flood
Hazard and River Corri-
dor bylaws. These bylaws
would replace Article 6 of
Ludlow’s current Zoning
and Flood Hazard Regula-
tions.

Planning Commission
Chair Terry Carter said that
the commission had enlist-
ed the help of the Mount
Ascutney Regional Com-
mission in drafting the
document, and reviewed
with the board the signifi-

cant changes from Article 6.
Carter noted that the base
flood elevation has been
set a 2 feet in the proposed
document, and that this
height is meant to reflect
the height of a so-called
“100 year flood,” meaning
a flood height which has a
1% change of being equaled
or exceeded in a given year.
As aresult, the design flood
elevation, or the elevation
to which structures must
be engineered to withstand
flooding, was set at 4 feet,
or 2 feet above base flood
elevation.

Carter also explained
that the planning commis-
sion had debated whether
to keep the river corridor
regulations outlined in
their draft document, and

ultimately elected to do so.
The stated reasons for this
were that, otherwise, the
State of Vermont would
step in and regulate river
corridors, at a cost to the
town, and that doing so
would allow Ludlow to be
reimbursed by the state at a
higher rate than the current
12.5% in the event of future
disasters.

As this was a public hear-
ing, the board took no im-
mediate action on the pro-
posed bylaws.

Next, during the public
comments portion of the
meeting, Ludlow police
dispatcher David Van-
Guilder suggested to the
board that the town revive
the position of town ser-
vice officer, which he said

had existed at some time
in the past. According to
VanGuilder, the service of-
ficer’s main function was
to provide residents and
others in town in need of
emergency assistance with
temporary relief, and to
connect them with other
resources which could en-
able longer-term solutions.
VanGuilder said that his
suggestion was spurred
by an incident which had
occurred that afternoon,
in which an apparently
homeless person was found
sleeping in a sleeping bag
behind Shaw’s Supermarket
in Ludlow, in extreme cold
weather. In the past, Van-
Guilder said, the service of-
ficer could be called upon
to find temporary accom-

modations for such people
when necessary. “Now
you've got to call Vermont
211 VanGuilder said, la-
menting the allegedly slow
response time of the state

CHESTER, Vt. - Eric M.
Taylor passed away peacefully
at home in Chester, Vt., with
his wife Sali singing his favor-
ite Grateful Dead songs by his
side. His 77 years of life were
packed with love, adventure,
music, and friends, until he
finally succumbed to ALS on
Dec. 28, 2025.

Born in Cleveland, Ohio, his
parents Burt and Doris Taylor
moved to California shortly
thereafter. Though living most
of his adult life in Vermont and
New York City, he remained a
California kid his whole life, al-
ways seeking sunshine and the
outdoors. One of his favorite
places was the Sierra Moun-
tains, and he once hiked the
entire length of the John Muir
Trail.

Upon graduating the Uni-
versity of Denver in 1970,
Eric promptly married Sali in
a sunny meadow behind her
family home in Chester, Vt.
They moved to Weathersfield
Center, Vt., to chase a back-to-
the-earth lifestyle, raising goats
and chickens, cutting hay, and
making maple syrup with Wil-
lis and Tina Wood.

Eric started filmmaking in
1973, first working as a sound
recordist for the PBS Kids’ show
“Zoom?” Enamored with the
verité style and true stories of
documentary work, he traveled
the world recording everything
from penguins in Patagonia, to
the Kaiyapo people deep in the
Amazon, and Madonna for her
film “Truth or Dare”

His shift to primetime tele-
vision came in 1987, when he
directed a segment in the pilot
episode of “Unsolved Myster-
ies” He ended up directing
more than 100 segments for
the show, relishing the oppor-
tunity to mix documentary
interviews with dramatic rec-
reations. He filmed documen-

taries for HBO, PBS, National
Geographic, and others across
36 different countries and all 50
states, until he retired in 2010.

Students of Buddhism, Eric
and Sali both believed in foster-
ing compassion in their com-
munity, and founded the West-
chester, N.Y,, chapter of Beyond
War. As part of his spiritual
journey, Eric used his docu-
mentary skills to make films in-
spiring social change featuring
Ram Dass, Thich Nhat Hanh,
and the Dalai Lama.

Eric also had a lifelong pas-
sion for live music, seeing
performances up until a week
before he died. His favorite
band was the Grateful Dead,
and he attended several hun-
dred shows dating as far back
as 1967. After retiring, he
played his five-string banjo for
15 years with the Stringfield
Springers, an old-time string
band based in Vermont.

For the last four years of his
life, Eric courageously faced
the challenges of ALS without
complaint, ultimately letting go
when he could no longer com-
municate.
